Sister
retired to Mt. Alvernia and embraced an office, a computer and served as a

recalls the day of her Profession as a Millvale Franciscan as the most
memorable day of her life. She found great joy in working with young people
and enjoyed visiting new places, writing poetry and preparing photo albums.
In gratitude for her Franciscan vocation, Sister once remarked, "As I muse
over these many years, I am in awe of God's goodness and generosity. What
a journey! God has blessed me with a deepening love of Francis and Clare, a
loving supportive Community, and myriads of friends and co-workers who
have enriched my life with quiet lessons of love , companionship, prayer,
humor, generosity, and inspiration."
