Commendation for his valor and devotion to duty for unhesitatingly aiding in
evacuation and administering first-aid to survivors with total disregard for
personal safety. 

 

Mr. Simon later attended the University of Pittsburgh, then married his
sweetheart Shirley Solomon and moved their young family to Monroeville
where they lived for 59 years as he built a successful career in the grocery
packaging business, winning numerous sales awards for exceptional
performance with International Paper. 

 

He could be counted on in anyone's time of need. He lovingly and faithfully
took care of his oldest sister, Helen, prior to her early death in 1969, his



mother and father in law David and Rae Solomon, and Shirley's aunt and
uncle - our beloved Aunt Hettie and Uncle Ash. He was a very generous man,
and when a good friend needed help, dad was there with no questions asked.
To his family, this personified our father. We love you dearly and will miss you
always.
